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Welcome to Beech Class!  We hope that the information included here will help you to 
know what is planned this term and how you can best support your child. 
 
Reading 
The ability to read confidently and competently is key to future success and at 
Woodside we continue to strive to develop this skill as well as create ‘a love of 
reading’ within our pupils. All children are therefore expected to read at home at 
least five times a week - at least 10 pages at a time - and we ask that you sign their 
reading diaries to show this (to be checked on a Friday). Please do not sign their diary 
if they have not read—you are not helping your child reach their potential if you 
do! It is important that children continue to read aloud to an adult as well as 
reading to themselves.  Please don’t underestimate the value of this - children gain so 
much from the discussion that goes with this shared activity. 
 
PE 
Our PE slot is on a Thursday. Children will be expected to come into school in their kit 
and return home in it. Where possible, PE sessions will take place outside so as the 
days become colder, you may wish to send your child in wearing tracksuit bottoms and 
not shorts. Children will be running most days on the track in order to increase daily 
physical activity so you may want your child to keep a pair of trainers in school. 
 
KS2 classes Tuck Shop 
There is no tuck shop this term but children can bring in a piece of fruit for break-
time. 
 
Homework 
Homework will be given out and expected back in as follows; 
Maths - set on  a Friday, to be handed in the following Wednesday 
Spelling - set on a Friday, to be tested the following Friday. 
Literacy (mainly SPAG) - set on a Friday, to be handed in the following Wednesday.

More information about what is being taught in each subject this term can be found 
on the website in Curriculum. 
 
Finally, at our school, we are fortunate enough to have teachers who each specialise in 
different subjects. In order to utilise their expertise to develop all children’s 
learning, there will be occasions where the class teacher does not teach the class. On 
a Monday afternoon, Mr Lavis will be teaching Year 6 Science and French. On a 
Tuesday, he will teach IT and Music and in the afternoon, Miss Mills will be taking the 
class for RE. She will also teach Jigsaw (our PSHE scheme) and PE on a Thursday 
afternoon.
